	WHOLE SCHOOL ASSESSMENT:

During the month of May, each class from P1-P7 will be involved in various forms of assessment, to help in producing both diagnostic and summative data on each pupil’s academic performance in the key curriculum areas of Literacy & Numeracy. For the Primary 3 – 7 pupils, many of these tests are referred to as ‘Standardised Tests.’ In helping assist with the administration, consistency of whole school approach and test reliability, assessments involving children from Primary 3 upwards take place in the Assembly Hall. This can be a daunting experience for any child, especially the younger children and despite our best efforts to reassure them, some children can become nervous at the prospect and allow the whole thing to put them off. Others think it’s great. We use the hall because all children in a year group complete the test at the same time and this assists with the administration. Each teacher will ensure children are given appropriate instruction and there is really no time limit to completing the assessments. We therefore ask that each parent has a chat with their child in relation to simply listening to their teacher’s instructions and trying their best. All details/ instructions will be gone over a number of times in each class before the children proceed to the hall. 

Parents will receive information from the outcomes of these assessments in their child’s ‘Pupil Profile Report’ at the end of June and also in a Stanine Report Sheet that will accompany the report.

What we try to ensure is that each child gets the opportunity to complete these assessments in a happy and relaxed manner, as a natural  aspect of their daily school work, and to allow them to perform to the best of their ability. If your child expresses any undue level of anxiety in relation to our assessment procedure, please contact school and speak with your child’s teacher in relation to the matter.

	P7 Personal Development Presentation:
